BILL SUMMARY

Authorizes, by implication, the county recorder to allow persons who
request copies of documents from the recorder's office to make the copies
using their own equipment under conditions that preserve the documents
security and integrity, and the orderly administration of the recorder's
office.

CONTENT AND OPERATION

The county recorder is required to keep records of various documents and
written instruments, such as deeds, mortgages, land installment contracts, and plats
(sec. 317.08). For afee set by statute, the recorder must provide photocopies of
records upon request. The recorder must charge afee of $1 per page or fraction of
a page to photocopy a document 8 1/2" x 14". (Sec. 317.32(1).)

The bill provides that the statute setting the fees that must be charged by the
county recorder for document photocopies and other specified services does not
require that only the recorder or the recorder's employees make document
photocopies that persons request, nor does that statute prohibit the recorder from
permitting persons who request document photocopies from making them by using
their own equipment under conditions that preserve (1) the security and integrity
of the documents and (2) the orderly administration of the recorder's office. The
bill does not specify examples of those conditions. (Sec. 317.32.)
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
