County between mile marker one and mile marker three as the "Trooper 
Wendy G. Everett Memorial Highway." 

• Designates a portion of United States Route 62 located within 
southwestern Franklin County between mile marker one and mile marker 
two as the "Patrolman Jerry R. Neff Memorial Highway." 

• Permits the Director of Transportation to erect suitable markers along the 
highways indicating their names.
