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BILL SUMMARY 

• Designates the portion of State Route 11 within Ashtabula County only 
the "Marine Private Henry Kalinowski Memorial Highway." 

CONTENT AND OPERATION 

Current law designates State Route 11 running from the city of Ashtabula 
in Ashtabula County south to the city of East Liverpool in Columbiana County the 
"Lake to River Highway" (R.C. 5533.28, not in the bill).  The bill provides that in 
addition to this existing designation, the portion of State Route 11 located within 
Ashtabula County only also is to be known as the "Marine Private Henry 
Kalinowski Memorial Highway."  (R.C. 5533.281.) 

The Director of Transportation is permitted to erect suitable markers along 
the highway indicating its name. 
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
