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BILL SUMMARY 

 Exempts the state from participating in daylight savings time. 

CONTENT AND OPERATION 

Daylight savings time 

The bill states that Ohio declares itself to be exempt from federal law that 

establishes daylight savings time.  The bill specifies that Ohio must not advance the 

standard time by one hour as prescribed in federal law, and otherwise must not 

participate in the seasonal time change commonly referred to as daylight savings time.1 

Federal law provides that during the period starting at 2 a.m. on the second 

Sunday of March of each year and ending at 2 a.m. on the first Sunday of November of 

each year, the standard time of each established time zone must be advanced one hour 

and such time must be the standard time of the zone during that period.  However, 

federal law permits a state to exempt itself by law from those provisions, but only if the 

state law requires the entire state to observe the standard time otherwise applicable 

during that period.2
