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BILL SUMMARY 

 Designates a portion of State Route 44 in Stark County (from State Route 619 to the 

Portage County boundary) as the "First Lt. Ashley White Stumpf Memorial 

Highway" and authorizes the Director of Transportation to erect suitable markers 

along the highway indicating its name.1
