BILL SUMMARY
Alcohol content of beer
e Increases the legally permitted alcohol content of beer from 12% to 21%.

e Beginning on the bill's effective date, allows beer manufacturers located in Ohio to
manufacture beer containing not more than 21% of alcohol by volume.

e Beginning one year after the bill's effective date, allows the sale and distribution in
Ohio of beer containing not more than 21% of alcohol by volume.!

Stimulants in beer

e Prohibits the inclusion of caffeine or other stimulants (including guarana, ginseng,
or taurine) in beer containing more than 12% of alcohol by volume.

e Specifies that the prohibition does not apply to beer that has incidental amounts of
caffeine from coffee, chocolate, or tea.?
