Background

In 2013, the State Board of Education adopted an administrative rule that does all
of the following:

(1) Requires each city, local, exempted village, joint vocational, or cooperative
education school district or educational service center that operates a school or
educational program to implement positive behavior intervention and supports on a
system-wide basis;®

(2) Prohibits school personnel at a district or educational service center from
engaging in specific types of restraint, corporal punishment, child endangerment,
deprivation of basic needs, seclusion or restraint of preschool children, chemical
restraint, mechanical restraint, aversive behavioral interventions, and seclusion in a
locked room or area;”

(3) Specifies when physical restraint or seclusion may be used.®
