H.B. 117 of the 121st 
General Assembly. This line item is used to subsidize the operating costs of 
the Ohio Educational Telecommunications Network Commission’s affiliated 
educational television stations, public radio stations, and public radio reading 
services.  The funds are distributed pursuant to an allocation formula 
developed by the commission: 67.5% to eight educational television stations; 
22.5% to 15 public radio stations; and 10% to nine radio reading services.

H.B. 298 of the 119th General 
Assembly. Funds are provided by the Ohio Department of Education and are 
used pursuant to contracts with the department. Most funds are used for 
development and operations of interactive classroom programming. In Am. 
Sub. H.B. 117 of the 121st General Assembly, project equity activities were 
combined with the SchoolNet initiative. The Controlling Board transferred 
line item, SchoolNet, from the department to the Office of Information, 
Learning and Technology Services on March 3, 1997.
