Expands the list of qualifications for a
psychologist license to include a doctoral
degree in psychology or school psychology
from an accredited institution if the degree
program does not meet the program
accreditation requirements under continuing
law.

Imposes professional experience
requirements on an applicant with such a
degree or a degree from a foreign institution
deemed equivalent to a domestic doctorate
in psychology.

Removes from the list of qualifications for a
psychologist license that the applicant
enrolled in an accredited institution not later
than 60 days after April 7, 2009, and
received a doctoral degree in psychology or
school psychology no later than April 7,
2017.
