The bill provides voting powers to student members of university boards of trustees,
counts their presence toward declaring a quorum of the board to be in attendance at a meeting;
and entitles them to attend executive sessions of their board unless three-fifths of the non-student
members vote to exclude them. Other provisions related to conflicts of interest for student
trustees are explained in the Legidative Service Commission analysis.
