The hill allows the Department of Transportation director to place markers with this designation. Should
ODOT do so, it would cost $400 to $800 depending on the number of signs (two or four) at $200 each.

Local Fiscal Highlights

No direct fiscal effect on local governments.

Detailed Fiscal Analysis

The bill designates the portion of IR 76 that runs east-west between IR 71 and IR 80 as
“The Military Order of the Purple Heart Memoria Highway” (see map). It aso authorizes the
Director of the Department of Transportation (ODOT) to erect markers aong the highway
indicating this name. According to a spokesperson for ODOT, the Department would most likely
place two to four signs (at rest areas) with this designation. It costs about $200 to manufacture
and erect each sign for atotal cost of $400 to $800.
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
