Detailed Fiscal Analysis

The bill revises the definitions of trademark and service mark in Ohio Trademark Law.
One provision requiring the Secretary of State to notify the registrants of trademarks and service
marks about the necessity to renew their marks is eliminated. The removal of this requirement
will cause aminimal reduction in expenditures spent on notification.
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
