Detailed Fiscal Analysis

The bill designates the twenty-fifth of July as a day of recognition for active duty members and
veterans of the Ohio National Guard.

The legislation does not create a paid state holiday, nor does it require the Adjutant Genera or
any other state agency to sponsor events or perform any duties in conjunction with Ohio National
Guard Day. There are no state or local costs associated with this bill.
