Detailed Fiscal Analysis

The bill eliminates the requirement that a board of county hospital trustees be equally
represented by the two major parties in a county. The bill changes current law only dlightly by
stating that no board can have more than one-half of its members composed of one political
party. The bill permits electors registered as Independents to serve on a county hospital board.
This change should in no way affect coststo any level of government.
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
