This bill creates the T-1 temporary liquor permit. The fee for this permit is $50. Liquor permit fees are deposited
into the Undivided Liquor Permit Fund (Fund 066) and distributed to the GRF, the Ohio Department of Alcohol

and Drug Addiction Services (ODADAYS) for trestment and prevention programming, and loca governments.

Expenses for the Department of Commerce's Divison of Liquor Control to develop application forms and process
goplications are likely to be negligible a most.




Only inditutions with enroliment less than 15,000 students and professond athletic teams owning or leasing a
sadium or arena that has a seeting capacity of at least 4,000 would quaify for this permit. Five Sate higher
education inditutions, al 70 independent indtitutions statewide and mog, if not dl, of Ohio's professona sports
teams meet these requiremens.

Municipdities and townships receive a portion of liquor permit fee revenue. The issuance of a new T-1 liquor
permit would result in aminimal increase in liquor permit revenue for the local governments where the liquor permits

areissued.

It is unlikely that this bill would increase locd law enforcement cogts. Presumably, police aready patrol athletic
events, removing, controlling, or arresting unruly or inebriated sports fans.




Detailed Fiscal Analysis

This bill crestes the T-1 liquor permit to authorize certain colleges and universities and
professond athletic teams to dlow the consumption of beer and intoxicating liquor brought into
restricted areas on the property they own or lease. According to the Board of Regents Policymaker's
Guide publication,* there are more than 130 ingiitutions of higher education in Ohio. All state and
private inditutions of higher education with a full-time equivdent (FTE) student enrollment of less than
15,000 may gpply for this permit. As of Autumn 2005, there were five public main campus ingtitutions
with an FTE student enrollment of less than 15,000 according to the Board of Regents Higher
Education Information System: Clevdland State Universty, Centrd State Univerdty, Shawnee State
Universty, Wright State University, and Youngstown State University. However, of these five
inditutions, only Centrd State Universty and Youngstown State Universty have footbal teams.
Colleges and universties with FTE student enrollments at or above 15,000 are exempt from the
provisonsin thishill.

According to an officd with the Ohio Board of Regents Higher Education Information System,
al 70 independent colleges and universties in Ohio have an FTE student enrollment of less than 15,000.
Therefore, in effect, dl private or independent colleges and universties are digible for the permit.
However, many of Ohio's independent colleges and universities may not permit the consumption of
acohol on premises and thus would not apply for the T-1 permit. Note that thisbill not only gppliesto
collegiate footbal esents, but aso other collegiate sports a the specified colleges and universties and
professond athletic events a stadiums with a seating capacity of at least 4,000. All of Ohio's seven
major professonal sports teams have stadiums or arenas that meset this requirement, as do many, if not
al, of Ohio's minor league professond sports teams.  Ultimately, it is uncertain how many schools or
professona athletic teams would opt for the T-1 permit.

Expenses for the Department of Commerce's Divison of Liquor Control to develop application
forms and process gpplications are likely to be negligible at most. It gppears that this bill will not creete
any substantial new loca enforcement costs since law enforcement personnel dready patrol sporting
events, one of their tasks being to remove inebriated and disorderly sports fans.

Liguor Permit Fee Revenue

The feefor this temporary permit is $50 and may only be effective for a maximum of three days.
The $100 processing fee, which covers the Divison of Liquor Control's expenses in fingerprinting and
making background checks for permanent license gpplications, does not gpply to temporary liquor
permit applications. Liquor permit fees are deposited into Fund 066 and distributed to the GRF (45%),
the Ohio Depatment of Alcohol and Drug Addiction Services (ODADAS) for treatment and
prevention programming (20%), and the loca governments where the liquor permits are issued (35%).
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
