The hill authorizes the clerk of a municipa court, county court, or court of
common pleas to establish and charge manufactured home park operators a reasonable fee to cover the cost of the
gopraisa and the advertisement of the sde of a manufactured home. This provison essentidly codifies current
practice in some local jurisdictions, and will increase revenues in other locd jurisdictions to offset gppraisa and
advertisng expenses. |t appears that any one-time cost associated with the establishment of anew fee by aclerk of
court would be minima at most in any given locd jurisdiction, and will be offset by the new revenue generation.




Detailed Fiscal Analysis

Overview

Forcible entry and detainer

In December of 2002, the General Assembly enacted Sub. H.B. 520, which amended Ohio’'s
forcible entry and detainer statutes by creating new procedures for the remova of an abandoned
manufactured home from a manufactured home community. Since these provisons have been in
practice, certain unforeseen issues have emerged that create the need for some adjustments and
corrections to the forcible entry and detainer laws regarding manufactured homes.

Manufactured homes

Local fiscal effects

The bill essentidly makes severd adminidrative adjusments in order to facilitate greater
efficiency in the operdtion of the forcible entry and detainer law as it pertains to abandoned
manufactured homes. It gppears that any additional adminigtrative workload and related costs directly
resulting from these essentialy corrective adjusments would not exceed minimd in any given loca
jurisdiction.

The current forcible entry and detainer law provides a procedure through which an operator of
a manufactured home park may effectuate the remova of an abandoned manufactured home or smilar
dructure. In current practice, some clerks of courts are paying the costs associated with having an
abandoned manufactured home or Smilar structure gppraised, and the cost of advertisng an impending
sde, while other clerks of courts, on their own initiative, have aready utilized loca rules to begin
charging manufactured home park operators a security deposit to pay for these services. The hill
authorizes the clerk of a municipa court, county court, or court of common pless to establish and
charge manufactured home park operators a reasonable fee to cover the cost of the gppraisd and the
advertisement of the sde of the manufactured home.

This provison of the bill essentidly codifies current practice in some locd jurisdictions, and will
increase revenues in other locd jurisdictions to offset appraisa and advertisng expenses. It would
gppear that any one-time cost associated with the establishment of a new fee by aclerk of court would
not likey exceed minima in any given locd jurisdiction, and will be offset by the new revenue
generation.
