Detailed Fiscal Analysis

The bill amends certain provisons of the Revised Code to clarify and make certain technical

modifications pertaining to disclamers under the Ohio Trust Code. A disclamer is aperson'srefusd to
accept the economic benefit of abequest, joint account, annuity, or other economic arrangement, which
passes to the disclaimant.

None of the provisons of the bill would gppear to ether dter the incentives of individuals to

become a disclaimant, or create any additiona cases or related work for the probate courts of Ohio.
Assuming this holds true, then the bill will not directly affect date or locd government revenues or
expenditures.
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
