Detailed Fiscal Analysis

The bill permits boards that oversee joint township hospitals to hold executive sessons to
discuss trade secrets.  Under current law, municipa and county hospitals are permitted to hold such
closed-door executive sessons.  The hill extends this authority to joint township hospitals. There
appears to be no fiscal effect in granting this authority to joint township hospitas.
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
