Detailed Fiscal Analysis 

 
The bill amends existing law relative to the qualifications of the individuals who must or may staff 

an ambulance under certain circumstances and prohibits an emergency medical service organization 
from permitting an individual who is younger than 18 years of age to drive an ambulance.  As of this 
writing, it does not appear that the bill will produce any readily discernible fiscal effects for state or local 
governmental entities; in particular, there should be no need to increase the amount of money that might 
otherwise have been expended on the provision of emergency medical services under current law and 
practice. 
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
