The hill gppears to have no direct fiscd effect on other units of local government.

Detailed Fiscal Analysis

The hill permits land acquired by a board of township trustees for the purpose of protecting or
preserving "greengpace’ to be wsed for recrestiona purposesif no building, structure, or fixture used for
recreational purposes is permanently attached or affixed to the land. The term "protecting or preserving
‘greenspace” is defined in current law to include "protecting and preserving the naturd, scenic, open, or
wooded condition of the land, water, or wetlands againgt modification or encroachment resulting from
occupdtion, development, or other use” The cog, if any, to a township of making land, with no
sructure permanently dfixed to it, available for recreationa use subject to such redtrictions gppears
likely to be small and would be a the discretion of the board of trustees. The bill appears to impose no
cost on other units of local government or on the Sate.
