Detailed Fiscal Analysis 
 
The bill requires the Ohio Parks and Recreation Association (OPRA) to develop a policy for 

the conduct and ethics of volunteer coaches involved in recreational youth athletics.  The bill sets out 
requirements for what the policy is to include and requires OPRA to include a statement that explains 
possible disciplinary actions that may result from violations of the policy.  The bill also requires OPRA 
to provide copies of the policy to each individual who participates in recreational youth athletics. 

 
There is no fiscal impact on the state or on local governments as a result of this bill.  The only 

entity affected is the Ohio Parks and Recreation Association, a nonprofit organization that receives 
funding primarily through outside grants, donations, and membership dues.  Any fiscal impact on OPRA 
will likely be minimal and result from administrative costs associated with developing, printing, and 
distributing the policy. 
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
