Detailed Fiscal Analysis
Clerksof Courts Salariesin Lorain County

The bill changes current law so that municipa court derks in Lorain County are paid eight-five percent
of the sdlary of a judge of the court, as set forth in dtate law, rather than being paid compensation
determined by the legidative authority of the city. There are five municipa courts in Lorain County that
could be affected by this change: Avon Lake, Elyria, Lorain, Oberlin, and Vermillion municipa courts.
Under current law, the city must pay three-fifths of the clerk’s sdlary and Lorain County would have to
pay two-fifths of the sdary. In CY 2000, a full-time municipa court judge must be paid $94,250.
Therefore, the Clerk’s sdlary could be $80,113. Depending on the current salaries set by the respective
municipdities, this change coud result in a cost increase, in the thousands or tens of thousands of
dollars, for the affected cities and Lorain County. The tota cost increase would include the employer
share of PERS contribution.

Electing Clerks of Courtsin Barberton, Cuyahoga Falls, and Toledo

The bill requires candidates seeking to be on the ballot in the generd eection, as a candidate for either
Barberton or Cuyahoga Falls municipa court clerk, to first be selected in a partisan primary if they are
affiliated with apalitical party. Currently, municipa court clerk candidates need only submit a nominating
petition to be put on the balot in the generd dection.

There could be a negligible increase in the cost of printing ballots to include additional candidates names
on the bdlot in primary dections. In primary eection years where municipd judges are on the bdlat,
Summit county could have an additiond cogt. Including additional candidates would result in only avery
amadl increase in bdlot printing costs.
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
