Note:  The estimated General Revenue Fund (GRF) spending for FY 2003 used in this LSC Redbook 
reflects the 2.5% reduction made as a result of the Governor’s January 22, 2003 budget cut order.  The 
executive reduction was applied across-the-board to FY 2003 GRF appropriations, subject to certain 
exceptions.  Subsequent to such reductions (and not reflected in the Redbook), state agencies were 
permitted to reallocate the amount that each of their GRF appropriation line items was reduced, while still 
absorbing the 2.5% budget cut within the total amount of their GRF appropriations.

OVERVIEW 

In 1975, the Ohio General Assembly created the Ohio State Chiropractic Board to regulate the 
chiropractic industry.  The Board is responsible for the examination and licensure of chiropractors and the 
enforcement of the provisions of Chapter 4734. of the Revised Code.  The Chiropractic Board oversees 
the licensure and regulation of over 2,000 chiropractic physicians.   

Revenue is generated from new and renewal license fees, which are collected annually.  Expenditures are 
for operating expenses associated with the licensure, regulation, and enforcement processes.  Revenues 
and expenditures for FY 2002 totaled $571,805 and $488,902 respectively.  The Board contributed 
$82,903 more to Fund 4K9 during the FY 2002 renewal cycle. 

Substitute House Bill 506 of the 123rd General Assembly 

During the current biennium, much of the Board’s activities have revolved around the implementation of 
Substitute House Bill 506 of the 123rd General Assembly, the Patient Protection and Professional 
Standards Act of 2000.  This law increases the Board’s mandate considerably.  Among other things, the 
law requires the Board to form new committees (Quality Intervention, Chemical Dependency, and Mental 
Illness Monitoring), create a code of ethics, eliminate state board exams in favor of the standardized 
national examination, and perform more extensive criminal background checks on all licensure 
applicants.  The law allows the Board to impose fines for minor license infractions and appoint advisory 
committees.  The Board spent most of FY 2002 drafting administrative rules in accordance with the 
legislation.  

Licensing System 

The occupational licensing boards, in partnership with the Department of Administrative Services, are 
working to implement a new licensing system.  The system will be phased in over the next biennium and 
each board will pay their share of the costs out Fund 4K9.  The Chiropractic Board will pay an annual fee 
of $602 during the next biennium and a monthly fee of $45 in FY 2004 and $47 in FY 2005. 

Administrative Fees 

During the current biennium, occupational licensing boards have had to absorb increased administrative 
costs charged by other state agencies.  Many boards contracted for services that were once provided for 
free by other state agencies.

Ohio State Chiropractic Board 

Program Description:  In accordance with Chapter 4734. of the Revised Code, the Ohio State 
Chiropractic Board protects the health and welfare of Ohio’s citizens by setting standards for licensure 
and by enforcing these standards through examination, renewal, clinical inspection, investigation, and 
disciplinary action. 

Funding Source:  General Services Fund Group (Fund 4K9).  Currently, all revenue from 24 
occupational licensing boards is placed in Fund 4K9 and then reallocated to each board.  Each board must 
raise enough revenue through its license fees to cover its expenses. 
Line Item:  878-609 Operating Expenses 

Implication of the Executive Recommendation:  The Executive recommends an appropriation of 
$591,724 in both FY 2004 and FY 2005.  This represents level funding from estimated FY 2003 
expenditures.  The executive recommendation will enable the Board to maintain its current level of 
service and cover increased administrative fees.   

The executive recommendations will allow the Board to implement the mandates of Sub. H.B. 506 of the 
123rd General Assembly, create an advisory committee to address scope of practice issues, and replace 
five computers during the biennium.  The Board is confident that it can meet its statutory requirements 
with the executive recommendations.
