Synopsis of Senate Committee Amendments

Sub. H.B. 432
125th General Assembly
(S. Energy, Natural Resources, & Environment)

Revises the definition of "construction and demolition debris' by removing new
language that included particles and dust created through transport as construction and
demolition debris and eliminating a new exclusion from the definition of inorganic
arsenical pressure-treated wood, including wood treated with chromate copper arsenate,
ammoniacal copper arsenate, or ammoniacal copper zinc arsenate.

Requires, rather than authorizes, a board of health or the Director of
Environmental Protection to request the removal of specific, visible solid wastes from the
working face of a construction and demolition debris facility.

Revises the method of collection of fees for the disposal of construction and
demolition debris at a solid waste facility by requiring the owner or operator of a solid
waste facility to determine if cubic yards or tons will be used as the unit of measurement
in the same manner as required for the owner or operator of a construction and
demolition debris facility rather than requiring the owner or operator of a solid waste
facility to assess the fee on a per cubic yard or per ton basis as designated in the solid
waste management plan of the district in which the facility is located.

Revises an exclusion from the collection of fees established under the bill for the
disposal of construction and demolition debris at a solid waste facility by applying it to
the owner or operator of alicensed solid waste facility who chooses to collect fees on the
disposal of construction and demolition debris that are identical to the fees that are
collected under the Solid Waste Management District Law and the Solid, Infectious, and
Hazardous Waste Law on the disposal of solid wastes at the facility rather than applying
it to the owner or operator of a licensed solid waste facility who collects fees under the
Solid, Infectious, and Hazardous Waste Law on the disposal of construction and
demolition debris.

Extends the maximum term of hazardous waste facility installation and operation
permits from five to ten years for permits and renewal permits that are issued on or after
the bill's effective date.

Makes technical changes in the Construction and Demolition Debris Law.
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
