Synopsis of House Committee Amendments

Sub. S.B. 33
125th General Assembly
(H. Transportation and Public Safety)

Includes motor vehicle collision repair and motor vehicle mechanical repair under
the collective term "motor vehicle repair® and requires motor vehicle collision repair
operators and motor vehicle mechanical repair operators to register with the Board.

Specifies that licensed salvage motor vehicle auction owners and salvage motor
vehicle pool owners are not motor vehicle repair operators.

Permits salvage motor vehicle auctions and pools to sell salvage motor vehicles to
certain specified authorized purchasers instead of only to motor vehicle salvage dealers as
prescribed in current law.

Enacts new prohibitions that apply to salvage motor vehicle auctions and pools
and to motor vehicle repair operators, and establishes new penalties for violation of the
prohibitions.

Requires authorized purchasers who attend in person to bid on salvage motor
vehicles at salvage motor auctions or pools and any authorized purchaser who purchases
six or more salvage motor vehicles via the Internet in a calendar year to obtain a buyer's
identification card from the Registrar of Motor Vehicles.

Requires each salvage motor vehicle auction and pool to verify each authorized
purchaser.

Permits the sale of salvage motor vehicles viathe Internet in accordance with rules
adopted by the Registrar of Motor Vehicles.

Provides that while the state, through the Registrar, is the sole regulator for the
registration, licensing, and regulation of motor vehicle salvage dealers, the Director of
Environmental Protection still has the authority to enforce certain environmental laws in
relation to those dealers.

Eliminates the requirement that in order for an insurer, repair facility, or installer
to use a salvage motor vehicle part in the repair of a motor vehicle, the part must be
removed from a salvage motor vehicle by alicensed motor vehicle salvage dedler.

Changes the name of the Board of Motor Vehicle Collision Repair Registration to
the Board of Motor Vehicle Registration to reflect the new Board's regulaion of both
collision and mechanical repairs.

Dissolves the current Board effective July 1, 2005, and changes the composition of
the Board effective that date.

Provides that a temporary registration certificate issued by the Board is valid for
one year and cannot be renewed.

Does not contain provisions establishing a two-year cycle for licensing motor
vehicle salvage dealers, salvage motor vehicle auctions, and salvage motor vehicle pools,
and for issuing salvage motor vehicle buyer's identification cards or a provision
increasing the fee for a dealer, auction, or pool license from $50 to $100 (this two-year
cycle and fee increase were included in Sub. H.B. 230 of this General Assembly,
effective September 16, 2004).
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
