Synopsis of House Committee Amendments
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Sub. S.B. 57
125th General Assembly
(H. Criminal Justice)

The Committee made the following changes to the Senate passed version of the bill
that makes failure to disperse a misdemeanor of the fourth degree if the failure to obey a
dispersal order of alaw enforcement officer or other public official creates the likelihood
of physical harm to persons or is committed at the scene of afire, accident, disaster, riot,
or emergency of any kind and removes, the provisions of the Senate version that
specified when the offense is a misdemeanor of thefourth degree.

Modifies the offense of motion picture piracy so that the offense may only be
committed by a person in a movie theater and makes this change contingent upon Sub.
H.B. 179, which enacted this offense, becoming law in form passed by the Senate and
concurred in by the House.

Specifies that a "residential unit, as used in the SORN Law," does not include a
halfway house or a community-based correctional facility.

Makes the following changes to the Misdemeanor Sentencing Law as enacted by Am.
Sub. H.B. 490 of the 124th General Assembly, which is effective January 1, 2004:

States that for purposes of the criminal offense sentencing law that economic
loss is any economic detriment suffered by a victim as a result of the
commission of any offense; not just the commission of afelony.

Modifies several of the factors that a court must consider when sentencing an
offender for a misdemeanor so that a court must consider whether the victim's
youth, age, disability, or other factor made the victim particularly vulnerable to
the offense or made the impact of the offense more serious instead of Am. Sub.
H.B. 490's requirement that (1) a court determine whether the victim of the
offense was 65 years old or older, permanently and totally disabled, or under
18 years old at the time of the commission of the offense or (2) a court
consider the criminal history and character of the offender in general.

Makes other technical changes to the Misdemeanor Sentencing Law, as
amended by Am. Sub. H.B. 490 of the 124th Generd Assembly.

Declares an emergency and specifies that except for the enactment of or
amendments to R.C. 2917.04, 2917.13, and 2917.031 (effective 90 days after
the effective date of the act) the provisions of the bill take effect January 1,
2004, or the earliest date permitted by law.
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
